The Sample Examination Paper is designed to give you some idea of the type of examination questions you can expect for New Testament 2. In an exam answer it is essential to show that you know what is in the notes. Better answers will demonstrate an ability to reflect on, apply and argue for the truths you have learnt. For further advice on how to answer questions you should refer to the ‘How to Study’ book.

Exam information:

No Bibles, study notes or work books are to be taken into the examination room.

The time allowed is 2 ½ hours. Ten (10) minutes are allowed before the exam starts so that you can read through the paper.

You have just studied New Testament 2 which is part of the Intermediate Theological Certificate course.  In this section of the course the exam paper will take the following format:

4 four line answer questions (worth 16 marks)

Question 3
5 short answer (1/2 page) questions (worth 25 marks)

essay questions (each one worth 25 marks)

Write an essay on ONE (1) of the following questions:

b)
‘The Pentecost event is the driving force of the Acts of the Apostles.’  Discuss 

OR
c)
What is the theology of the Holy Spirit that Acts offers?
QUESTION 5 (25 marks)
Write an essay on ONE (1) of the following questions:

EITHER:

a)
‘Paul is the first Christian missionary.’  Is this a fair assessment of the contribution of Paul to Christianity?
OR
b)
What impact did Paul and Silas have in Philippi?
OR
c)
Give and account of and explain the significance of Paul’s appearance before Felix, Festus and Agrippa.
