Sample Examination Paper

The Sample Examination Paper is designed to give you some idea of the type of examination questions you can expect for New Testament 4. In an exam answer it is essential to show that you know what is in the notes. Better answers will demonstrate an ability to reflect on, apply and argue for the truths you have learnt. For further advice on how to answer questions you should refer to the ‘How to Study’ book.

Exam information:

No Bibles, study notes or work books are to be taken into the examination room.

The time allowed is 2 ½ hours. Ten (10) minutes are allowed before the exam starts so that you can read through the paper.

You have just studied New Testament 4 which is part of the Certificate in Theology course.  In this section of the course the exam paper will take the following format:

Question 1
short answer (1/2 page) questions (worth 25 marks)

Questions 2, 3 and 4
essay questions (each one worth 25 marks)

Don’t forget to revise the chapter on How to Pass Exams from the ‘How to Study’ booklet. 

Sample Questions

Answer FOUR (4) questions – Question 1, and one from each of Questions 2 - 4.
QUESTION 1 (25 marks) (Compulsory question – you will have to write on five Bible verses from a choice of eight.)
Write at least a half page on the literary, historical and biblical context plus application of any FIVE (5) of the following:

a)
In the past God spoke to our forefathers through the prophets at many times and in various ways … (Hebrews 1:1)
b)
But those sacrifices are an annual reminder of sins … (Hebrews 10:3)
c)
Not many of you should presume to be teachers, my brothers, because you know that we who teach will be judged more strictly.  (James 3:1)
d)
Finally, all of you, live in harmony with one another; be sympathetic, love as brothers, be compassionate and humble.  (1 Peter 3:8)
e)
Here I am! I stand at the door and knock.  If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he with me.  (Revelation 3:20)
f)
Then the seven angels who had the seven trumpets prepared to sound them.  (Revelation 8:6)
(To help in your preparation, the references are listed after the quote.  Please note that Bible references will not be listed in the exam paper.)
QUESTION 2 (25 marks)
Write an essay on ONE (1) of the following questions:

EITHER:

a)
Discuss, using evidence from the letter, the purpose of Hebrews and the situation that appears to have caused it to be written.

OR

b)
What does Hebrews tell us about the contrast between the old and new covenants?

OR

c)
How does Hebrews discuss ‘sacrifice’?  How does the author relate the Old Testament view of sacrifice to the sacrifice of Christ?
QUESTION 3 (25 marks)
Write an essay on ONE (1) of the following questions:

EITHER:

a)
‘James teaching on faith conflicts with Paul’s teaching.’  Discuss

OR

b)
Does the possibility of impending persecution determine the structure and content of 1 Peter?

OR

c)
What is the message of 2 Peter?
QUESTION 4 (25 marks)

Write an essay on ONE (1) of the following questions:

EITHER:

a)
How would you reply is someone said, ‘Jude shouldn’t be in the Bible’?

OR

b)
How would you help someone who is struggling with understanding the book of Revelation?

OR

c)
What is the role of the visions in chapter 1 and chapters 4-5 of Revelation?
Note: In answering the essay questions aim for 2 to 3 pages.
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
